In order
to make reading less confusing, pick one way to read the word a, and stick with it.

The first way to say a is with a schwa sound. This is the most common way to say
the word a in American English. There is also research that shows children can read faster
when saying the schwa a than when using the other way.

The schwa a is the same as saying the short u sound (like umbrella), except that it
is softer and weaker.
