Words that end with -ed signal that something has already happened. The -ed represents
either at sound or a d sound. Read the following words. If the word ends with the -ed ending,
circle the -ed ending, and write a d or a t above the circled -ed. If the -ed word ends with a
voiced sound, the -ed will represent the d sound. If the -ed word ends with a voiceless sound, the

(Most children will be able to recognize the correct t, d, or id sound when they read a
word that is already known in their speaking vocabulary. An adult may have to help children
recognize that correct t, d, or id sound if the word is not already known in their speaking
vocabulary.)

If a word has 1 vowel, 1 consonant, and is 1 syllable, the last letter before the -ed will be
doubled.
