Words that end in EY will always represent a long e sound or a long a sound. Cut
out the words below.

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In the English language there is a voiced and voiceless /w/ and /wh/. Many people are not
able to distinguish between the two. Therefore, I do not teach the difference in sound. I teach
that the w sound can be written with a W or a WH. You have to memorize the difference. One trick
is that all question words use a WH at the beginning, but not all WH words are question words.

OO can represent several different sounds. Two common sounds are the oo sound and the
ew sound. Practice saying the different sounds that OO can represent.
