Activity 1: Jesus Enters Jerusalem on a Donkey (Luke 19:28-44, Matthew
21:1-11)

bring the colt back to Jesus. Jesus rode the donkey into a city. People
praised Jesus as He entered! They said Jesus was king, and Jesus is king!"

1. Praise Jesus by singing and shouting Jesus is king!

2. Ask your child what else they could say to praise Jesus. If your child
has trouble with this, you could suggest saying, "I love you, Jesus.” Or
"You are the best, Jesus!"

Activity 2: Jesus Prayed in the Garden (Matthew 26:36-46)

You Need: Say: "Jesus was sad. He was upset. So He went to
O Jesus Praying in a garden to pray with His disciples, but His
the Garden disciples kept falling asleep!

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Activity 3: Jesus Loves Us (Matthew 26:47-Matthew 26:56)

You Need:

Say: "Jesus was upset because He knew He was
going to die.

1. Help your child cut out two rectangle pieces
out of the brown construction paper to be the
cross.

2. Assist your child in cutting out hearts from
the pink paper to represent Jesus's love.

3. Help your child glue the brown rectangle
pieces to be a cross on the white construction
paper. Also, glue on the hearts.
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Activity 4: Jesus Is Alivel (Matthew 27:57-Matthew 28:10)

You Need: Say: "After Jesus died, He was placed in a fomb

1. Tell your child that the crescent roll is the
tomb.

3. Bake the crescent roll at the femperature and for the time the
instructions say on the can.

You Need: Say: "Lots of people saw that Jesus was alive!
