Glue small strands of black yarn onto the tail from the printable.
Glue the donkey head and tail onto the rod or empty Christmas paper
roll.

No materials needed. | Say: "In a dream, an angel told Joseph, who was
Jesus' dad, to take his family and leave their
home. The angel told Joseph to do this so Jesus could be safe. Joseph
obeyed,and Jesus was safe.”
1. Tell your child that when you say "go,” you and your child can move,
but when you say "stay,” you and your child should freeze.
2. Play Stay and Go with your child. Let your child have a turn to be the
one to say "go" and "stay."
3. Don't forget to remind your child that an angel told Joseph to go, so
that Jesus could be safe while you play!
