1. Prepare an easy snack with your child. Let your child help! This could be as

simple as assisting your child in spreading peanut butter on bread or pouring

cereal into a bowl.
2. Thank God for the food. Eat and enjoy.

Say: "God kept Noah and the animals safe. God
showed Noah when it was time to come out of the
ark.

Help your child finger paint the red, yellow, and blue stripes on the rainbow
printable.

2. Explain to your child that red and yellow always make orange. Mix the red
and yellow paint together o make orange. Help your child paint the orange
stripe.

3. Mix yellow and blue to make green and paint the green stripe.

4. Mix blue and red to make purple and paint the purple stripe.

5. Say, "Red and yellow always make orange. Yellow and blue always make green.
Blue and red always make purple. And God always keeps His promises.”
